LETTINGS POLICY STATEMENT
Adoption

The Governing Board of Holy Family RC Primary School recognises that although at this time the school buildings and premises are not utilised by other groups, it is prudent to have a policy in place.

The Governing Board will review this policy should any designated groups approach school regarding lettings.

The governing board have delegated their power to determine designated status to the Headteacher who will exercise discretion on their behalf and determine applications.   The outcome of such decisions shall be matter of report to the governing body each term. The headteacher will arrange for a list of approved organisations to be maintained. This does not preclude the  Headteacher from referring sensitive applications to the full governing board at her/their discretion.

Applications for Designated Status

The governing board have reserved the right to determine any organisations additional to those who have already been so determined by the county council, which may have designated status.   The governors will review this list each year in September for the purpose of deciding whether designated status is still appropriate.    At other times of the year applications for designated status will be dealt with by the governing body on 'an as and when'  basis.

Variations
No member of staff is allowed to vary that in terms and conditions from which the school premises are hired to either individuals or organisations nor to deviate from the governors published charging policy.

For the purpose of charging the headteacher is empowered to determine to which group any particular individual or organisation  belongs.  The basis of charging will be determined by the purpose for which a letting is arranged.

Review of Policy
The governors will review the policy each year in the month of January and the scale of hire charges (if any) for the forthcoming year will also be reviewed and updated.
